* to demonstrate behaviour that discredits the
Camp and the participants during activities out-
side the hotel.

Art. 34. Camping children are obliged to:

* to follow the instructions and orders of the
manager / deputy manager of the Camp and the
accompanying teachers / animators, appointed
by order of the manager of the Camp, as well as
all guidelines given by the instructors in the var-
ious activities;

Art. 35. Disciplinary measures

cide how to sanction the unacceptable behaviour
(for example, by depriving them of the opportu-
nity to participate in a certain activity) and in-
form the parents about the incident and the mea-
sures taken.

« In the third incident, the child is removed
from the Camp without reimbursement of the
unused portion of the amount paid.

* In case of serious behavioural problems, the
Camp team reserves the right to impose a ban on
the child's future participation in the Camp.

Art. 36. Parents have the right to:
